NZ2597 Diploma in Information Systems
(Level 5) Additional Information
Why should | apply for this programme?

This programme will help you develop core technical IT skills to design and create programs
websites, networks, and databases. It builds on the Whitireia & WelTec New Zealand Certificate
in Information Technology (Level 5). Students can go on to study the Bachelor of Information
Technology.

Who studies this kind of programme?
The DIS is open to all kinds of people with diverse backgrounds, experience, and education.
Students of this programme include:

¢ Domestic and international degree graduates who want to upskill.
e Industry personnel with relevant industry experience.

e People looking for a career change.

e Mature students who want to learn something new.

Is the diploma part-time or full time?
The Programme can be studied on both a full time or part-time basis.

Full-time students enrol in 4 courses (60 credits) in one Trimester and complete the diploma in
34 weeks (2 Trimesters of 17 weeks).

How does the diploma work for part-time students like me?

If you're a part-time student, you'll enrol in 1, 2 or 3 courses in one trimester. You'll attend the
same classes as full-time students, but only the ones you’re enrolled in.
A part-time student can take up to 3 years to complete the diploma.

What is the timetable like for full-time students?
Full-time students are expected to do:

e 20 hours of in-class learning per week
e 15 hours of self-directed learning per week

Classes are usually held anywhere between 8 am to 5 pm, Monday to Friday, and are subject to
change.

What do | need to enrol?
If you are a domestic student, you need to have:

1. NCEA Level 3 awarded, with at 3 three approved subjects of 14 credits each at Level 3

2. Literacy: 10 credits at Level 2 or above, made up of 5 credits in reading and 5 credits in
writing (from NZQA specified list)

3. Numeracy: 10 credits at Level 1 or above, made up of specified achievement standards
or unit standards 26623, 26626, 26627 (all three required); OR

4. the equivalent work experience.



If you are an international student, you need to have IELTS 6.0 (Academic) no band lower
than 5.5, or the equivalent.

Note: For health and safety reasons, you need to disclose any medical issues on your
application form so we can make sure that the programme is right for you.

How can | use my previous education or experience to enrol?

When you apply, WelTec and Whitireia can look at your previous study or learning as credit
towards your new programme of study. Credit is considered if you have significant work
experience in a relevant field and cannot account for more than two-thirds of your programme.

Please note that there is a $75 application fee, and a further $100 per hour up to 3 hours may
be charged for processing cross credit applications.

If you want to know more about cross credits and credit transfers, you should talk with a Student
Advisor.

How does the programme work?
This diploma is a 120-Credit programme, divided into 8 15 credit courses.

Each course needs to be completed to get the NZ2596 New Zealand Diploma in Information
Systems.

(PEP) to assess whether you’re ready for study at your chosen level. At this point, we might tell
you about other ways to reach your goals if we don’t think you're ready to study.

If you meet the criteria, you can apply for a StudyLink Student Loan or Allowance as soon
as you enrol with us. You should apply as early as possible.
